Aloha Landowners! 
A lot has happened since the last newsletter.  Regret-

fully, our longtime Treasurer Dan Woolverton passed on.  
We miss his presence. 

Nov-2000: Hawaiian Acres experienced a 100 year 
storm.  This event devastated 8 rd in 3 locations.  As of this 
writing (4-8-01) , the road remains unrepaired. (Editor’s 
note: temporary repairs were done by the County during the 
week of April 23rd.) FEMA promised $ that never material-
ized.  HARC won’t spend $ on it, believing it’s a County 
responsibility.   The facts are, it’s our private road and it’s 
owned by all Acres lot owners, which is the most secure 
form of ownership and the most difficult for the County to 
condemn.  Public Works says they don’t have the authority 
to work on private roads.  Civil Defense says it will be re-
paired by the end of April.  The Mayor says we should con-
sider it a gift from the County.  I detect some contradictions.  
I can’t comprehend how the County had the authority to do 
the Puna Emergency Access Road (PEAR).  Anyways, the 
diversion wall in the upper Acres was breached by massive 
amounts of water.  The wall remains intact but our roads 
suffered.  Some homes were damaged.  It was an awesome 
experience. 

The latest news regarding the connector lot between 
Ainaloa and the Acres is, the County never obtained title.  
They bulldozed and paved someone’s lot.  We’ll keep you 
updated.  I reported the wrong info regarding who donated 
the palms we prematurely planted on the connector lot.  It 
was my mistake for believing hearsay.  The actual donor was 
Diane Mallory.  Our gratitude goes to her.  More of these 
palms have been pulled from the ground and stolen.  A 5 
year-old resident keenly observed a car leaving the area with 
one.  The plate was reported. 

Some HARC members are pushing for Mandatory 
Road Fees (MRFs) .  They don’t have a clue as to the ugli-
ness this situation creates.  Being a new organization it 
seems they need to learn it for themselves.  The two positive 
effects of MRFs are A) More $ for roads, and B) the reten-
tion of our private status by the implementation of a viable 
method of road maintenance.  The negative points do out-

number the positive.  Very few folks approve of anything 
mandatory, especially in this increasingly complex world 
of rules and regulations.  The only way to make road fees 
mandatory is to institute a lien system on nonpayers.  This 
is extremely discriminatory against the impoverished and 
those of us struggling to make ends meet.  Rising socio-
economic cost will inevitably impact this community in a 
variety of ways, sooner with MRFs.  MRFs will fracture 
this community more than any issue we’ve ever dealt 
with.  It happened in Fern Acres and Paradise Park.  The 
Hawaii Supreme Court said, “We hold...that the lot own-
ers whose lots abut on subdivision roads have a legal duty 
to contribute to necessary maintenance...though their 
deeds are silent on the matter.”  How would absentee 
landowners be dealt with?  Will there be mechanisms to 
allow landowners to trade road work in exchange for their 
monetary obligations?  What if you own 6 lots and you’re 
only one user of the road?   

 Some HARC members want to pave all the roads.  
This would certainly organize horse owners, as the roads 
are their trails.  I personally have heard derogatory re-
marks from someone in HARC against horse owners.   

 In closing, with the loss of Dan W., we are without 
a treasurer.  We hope to have a community-oriented soul 
volunteer for the position.  It’s actually quite easy because 
our office manager does most of the accounting.

 Our planning committee members Russ, Bob, Julie, and 
Alice met with new Planning director Chris Yuen to present 
our plan and our ideas regarding the Second Draft of the Ha-
waii County General Plan Revision (HCGP).  We expressed 
concerns about the potential for loss of agricultural and forest 
uses, increased densities without adequate infrastructure for 
current conditions, and other unique considerations.  We also 
reminded the Planning department, Public works and the 
Mayor’s office, of the flooding problems inherent in Hawaiian 
Acres.  I feel that the meetings and correspondence with the 
county on these issues were well received and will work to our 
advantage and will benefit the county.  Of course our commit-
tee will be following the HCGP as it evolves into its final 
form. 
 Our own Hawaiian Acres Master Plan is due for more 
work.  The new census figures are out and the community 
must take stock of our changing conditions.  We are consider-
ing another full-scale survey in the next year or so.  Transpor-
tation needs are of great concern to our residents as we watch 
gas prices climb towards $3 gallon.  Electric powered buses 
seem to show the most potential for mass transit on this island.  
What are we looking for in public transportation?  How are we 
going to get it?  What can we do to promote human powered 
corridors?  I invite you to come to a planning meeting or cor-
respond with planning committee members using your favor-
ite media (fax, phone, email, respond to surveys or face to 
face).

HACA has received a $1,000.00 grant from the Neighbor-

hood Grants Program Fund of the Hawaii Community Founda-
tion to support it’s playground/park fencing & road signage 
project. Roberta Brashear, Secretary of HACA said the funds 
will be used to provide visible & attractive street signs. “We 
have waited so long for proper signage. Now emergency vehi-
cles will be able to find individuals,” said Brashear. HACA was 
started in 1961 by Tropical Estates to set up a homeowner’s 
association. Today it has established a park, has a volunteer fire 
department,  has a HACA Master Plan for County adoption, and 
has accomplished a variety of other community enhancing pro-
jects.

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COUNTY MASTER PLAN PROPOSES 
CHANGING HAWAIIAN ACRES 
FROM AG TO RURAL ZONING

Here are a few of my thoughts about the Hawaii County 

General Plan (HCGP) as it relates to Upper Puna.  The Hawaii 
County Planning Dept. retained the Agricultural designation 
(Ag) within the Upper Puna subdivisions in the first GP Draft.  
Revisions in GP Draft II changed the designations for the Up-
per Puna subdivisions from Ag to Rural.  This proposed 
change would affect 12,000 acres in Hawaiian Acres. 

There is no outcry to change the land use designation of 
Hawaiian Acres (HA) from Ag to Rural.  Hawaiian Acres 
submitted its Master Plan to the County in 1999 that called for 
all HA lots to remain in State and County Ag.  HA made its 
plan to conform to the current Land Use Pattern Allocation 
Guide maps.  HA resident owners and nonresident owners 
were polled.  Over 550 responses were tallied.  73% of the 
respondents favored retaining our Ag designation.  Changing 
our designation to rural would make it easier to develop 
Neighborhood Commercial Uses.  Commercial centers up to 
15 acres, and a six-fold increase in residential densities would 
be several byproducts of this change to rural. 

 Paying for infrastructure for these uses will prove to be 
an enormous challenge.  The County, the developers and resi-
dents either are unable or unwilling to pay for this level of 
services.  Community surveys reveal that most residents are 
unwilling to pay more than an additional $100/year.  Im-
proved roads, water, sewage systems and other changes 
needed to support an increased level of density and develop-
ment will cost several thousand dollars more per lot every 
year for thirty or more years.  

Our flooding problems will just get worse if density is 
allowed to increase and neighborhood commercial activities 
become easier to develop.  Residents are constantly reminded 
of the drainage impacts of new driveways and buildings.  The 
flooding and disruptions of our roads we experiences in the 
last few months in HA have proven the wisdom of HA plan-
ners.  Commercial endeavors in HA would place far greater 
demands on the Puna Emergency Access Road (PEAR).  This 
road was damaged so severely that, to this date it remains 
open to only one lane of traffic in one place, and loose gravel 
in several other spots, five months after being washed out.  
Paving required by expanded commercial enterprises will only 
make a bad flooding problem in HA exponentially worse. 

It is only a matter of time before the world realizes what 
a treasure our island has in its native rainforests.  Preserving, 
restoring and enhancing our forests and unique ecosystems 
will be some of the most important work of planners and de-
velopers in years to come.  Our unique island beauty and our 
people and cultures are our true wealth.  It also happens that 
the very things that make Hawaii beautiful also improve air 
quality and recharge our fresh water sources.  This is part of 
the reason we should retain our Ag designation.  It will give us 
more protections and chances to preserve our island’s beauty.

MICONIA ALERT

HACA needs to renew volunteer efforts to contain the 
Miconia calvescens infestations within its boundaries. With 
some organization and sweat, HACA has the ability  to keep 
this noxious, fast spreading tree from becoming a major pest 
within the subdivision.  

Operation Miconia is currently directing its limited re-
sources to contain the spread of Miconia to currently unin-
fested areas. (See the enclosed brochure and map for more 
information on the plant and their known locations.) While 
major gains have been made in decreasing the density and 
extent of Miconia trees, your help is urgently needed to accel-
erate the removal of this purple plague. HACA has within it 
distinct locations with a total of some 200 Miconia plants 
treated. Past resident actions probably destroyed many more. 
Renewed vigilance, revisits and expanded searches are needed 

MALAMA O PUNA & HACA

Malama O Puna (MOP) is an environmental nonprofit 
that began (1990) as an ad hoc group formed to save the Po-
hoiki mango grove, then worked as Puna Outdoor Circle until 
we went independent in 2000.  We donated plants to the Acres 
and also facilitated some of the meetings held about how the 
Acres wanted to (and not to) develop.  Later, after the Emer-
gency Access Road was approved, we began planning to land-
scape it. 

 Once the County told us that the road was finished, we 
set to planting.  The County provided the soil and the contrac-
tor ripped a line on both sides of the road.  We had no funding 
so we planted an assortment of palms– donated by Diane Mal-
lory and Graham Ellis.  MOP members, HACA members, 
volunteer fire department crew and councilwoman Julie Ja-
cobson (and Bob) all helped to plant.  Over 20 large triangle 
palms went in & planting continued weekly, until 87 trees 
were in. 

Then disaster struck!  Thieves stole 25 trees & a month 
later stole another 20.  Now, only 42 trees remain.  The police 
have followed some leads, but to no avail.  We do have a lot 
more palms to plant.  We have not finished the project—it is

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AREA 1 REPORT

Since our last newsletter  issue we in Hawaiian Acres 
have had road ownership issues come up with the County and 
also with the Hawaiian Acres Road Corp (HARC).  We also 
had a lot of excitement from a flood in November, 3 feet of 
rain fell in 24 hours plus more days of rain caused havoc for 
awhile! 

Some of my trees were uprooted or split from high 
winds, and other people lost livestock swept away in the 
flood.  One man on 8 rd tried swimming off his back porch at 
midnight to reach his dog who was at the end of his chain. The 
dog was as high as he could get and crying. The man is a good 
swimmer but the flood waters were too much and the dog 
drowned in the dark. The man was depressed when I talked to 
him.  

Roads got broken up and gulches were created where 
roads used to be. Many people are still in the process of 
reclamation. Spring is here now and things will get better. 

Some of the new HARC leaders are trying to muddy the 
waters even further in Hawaiian Acres by pushing Mandatory 
Road Fees (MRFs).  These attempts have failed in court in the 
past and caused thousands of dollars-that could have been 
used for road maintenance– to be wasted.   

“Man should be ruled by laws not by the will of other 
men.”  HARC elected officials who try to take away the free 
will of others and their monies are in violation of this precept. 
It’s my opinion that it is a brash violation and misuse of 
community trust and monies for HARC to attempt to take the 
good faith monetary road contributions and turn around and 
not use the money for road maintenance but, rather, for suing 
all the innocent residents in court. By changing the laws to 
suit their own will HARC would then have legal power to 
force people to pay.  They would also decide how much! Will 
this happen? I don’t know, but I do know that when ambitious 
people try to force their will on me I trust them less. 

Hawaiian Acres is unique in that the people in this 
community bought their lands with no mandatory road fees 
agreement.  They prefer having a choice rather than being 
threatened by liens being levied against them which would 
cause undue economic hardships if there were MRFs!   

As Area 1 Rep I hear many opinions about this topic.  
Most are against MRFs.  This leads me to believe the majority 
of residents being surveyed maybe against MRFs.  The truth is 
that each landowner owns a small percent of the roads.  What 
people choose to do with their land varies greatly.  Some  
want pavement and others want no development.  Some 
contribute money and others labor.  There are pros and cons to 
both extremes and I believe the people’s right to choose 
should remain intact.  I am against MRFs. 

Most of us in Hawaiian Acres want to keep our 
Agricultural Zoning.  The rest of the world will do things at a 
different pace and standard for development.  Keep it simple, 
enjoy life and smile, it won’t break your face.

I personally believe that this step 
would save each and every owner of a vehicle that travels these 
roads a small fortune in auto repairs.

TREASURER’S REPORT

Hello neighbors,  
 If you live in the Acres then you are aware of the rains of 
Nov-2000.  If you’re not let me say we had some 30 inches 
of rain in 24 hours.  Not a blessing for our roads.   
 The Road Corp. has done its best with limited funds to 
repair our lettered roads (A-F) on the basis of funds received.  
In other words we try our best to repair roads in the area 
from which we have received Member funds.   
 In 2001, we have 878  members so far which gives us a 
budget of $ 40,683.00 for 72.5 miles of roads.   
With such small funds, this is why we try to maintenance the 
lettered roads first.  Also, we maintain 1 road as ingress and 
egress.   
 Some 2-3 years ago the previous Mayor, Stephen Yama-
shiro, paved 8 Road from Kuauli to Ainaloa Blvd.  I think 
this was a great help to Hawaiian Acres because of a flood-
ing problem created by an old sugar cane diversion wall built 
in the 1930s.   
 Before 8 road was paved we had spent some 20-25% of 
all road fees to keep 8 Road passable as an ingress and 
egress. After the floods of Nov-2000, HARC has tried to deal 
with the Federal Emergency Management Association 
(FEMA) for funds to repair some of the major damages to 
our private roads, specifically to mitigate ongoing problems 
perpetuated by this diversion wall.  
 FEMA’s stance is that the Feds give a lump sum to the 
County and we would then deal with Mayor Kim, Civil De-
fense, etc.. to get work done.  In a meeting with Mayor Harry 
Kim he told HARC that we are a private subdivision and we 
are on our own!  I feel that we are still part of America and, 
since the past administrations have allowed this diversion 
wall which is the source of our worst problems, the County 

owes us some help.  Mayor Kim stated that as we are not an 

incorporated town  that he was under no obligation to help 
us.  Specifically, he said that it is his call where the $30 mil-
lion from FEMA will be spent.  I’m just a farmer and I have 
no idea what the ramifications of incorporation as a town 
would be.  But, Mayor Kim implied that if we did incorpo-
rate, the County would then be obligated to deal with Hawai-
ian Acres as a town.   

 So basically my Treasurer Report to landowners is that 
HARC is doing the best it is able with the monies collected.  
I find it somewhat hard to believe that as a community we 
have less than 25% participation to Road fees by landowners 
in Hawaiian Acres.

Mahalo to all who took the time for 
this!! Lots of interesting info has been generated through 
computer sorting. Regarding Mandatory Road Fees: 84 say 
“yes”, 48 say “no”, 3 said “maybe”, and 6 say “don’t know” 
or didn’t answer. Many of the “yes’s”  were conditional, i.e. 
if the fee’s not too high, if done with compassion for low 
income folks, if property is not taken for non-payment, etc. 
This issue will be studied by the Road Corp. during the next 
year. All comments welcome!!!!

MATCHING FUNDS 

 
 

 What are matching funds? This is a question on the minds 
of many Hawaiian Acres residents and property owners. Here 
is your answer!! 
 The HARC Matching Funds Program is a program in 
which one-half of desired road work costs are paid for by 
HARC, and the other half paid for by persons requesting the 
road work. There are certain rules and regulations regarding 
the procedure in which matching funds are obtained and dis-
pensed. The following are general guidelines: 
1. At least one person of the group requesting matching funds 
must be a member of the Road Corporation. 
2. Before work commences, the person or persons requesting 
matching funds must come to a monthly Board meeting to pay 
for half of the project, or be in contact with their Area Rep.  
3. The proposed work must be approved by the Board. 
4. There must be matching funds available for the Area in 
which the work is to be done. Currently, there is a $600.00 
total per project, of which HARC will pay half. 
5. This program is generally for the numbered roads, not the 
main ingress & egress roads. 
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To Hawaiian Acres Community Association, 
Enclosed is $250 to be used for the Dan P. Woolverton Memorial Park.  We are making this donation in memory of

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LETTERS TO THE EDITOR 

To Hawaiian Acres, 
 Recently a survey was delivered to all 960 active drive-
ways in Hawaiian Acres subdivision.  Of those 960 surveys 
only about 140 surveys were returned.  In my opinion, some in 
the community were opposed to the fact that the survey wanted 
to know your lot# and thus many felt it was an invasion of 
privacy and also a way to profile their feelings on MRFs 
(Mandatory Road Fees) so they didn’t send in the surveys. 
 Of the approx 140 surveys returned, 70% felt that MRFs 
was a good thing with compassionate conditions for the dis-
abled, destitute, low income, seniors on fixed incomes, and 
other comments.  People who have multiple lots that only have 
one active driveway would be penalized under MRFs even 
though they do not in many cases plan to build on these lots, 
thus leaving more green space and less build-out long term and 
certainly less vehicles.   
 Should MRFs be instituted for only active driveways or all 
lots and what will be the cost of the fees?  Many, including the 
people who have horses,  will not be able to ride safely if  
many of the roads are paved.  In 1985 and 1993  the lawsuits 
brought by the then HACA board -which at the time was in 
charge of the roads– used people’s community administrative 
monies to sue the residents.  This sharply divided the commu-
nity.  Both cases were dropped by the courts at a huge cost to 
the subdivision, socially & financially.  We all suffered.  Many 
people were very angry and still are upset.  When we send in 
our road dues it is for maintaining the roads in a safe manner.  
Many do not pay the road dues which our deeds says nothing 
about having to pay.  But the people that don’t pay their road 
dues ($45) are part of the problem and not part of the solution.   
 Road 8 still belongs to us.  The County does not own Rd 8 
nor will they maintain it except for safety issues  The connec-
tor lot between Hawaiian Acres and Ainaloa is private prop-
erty and was never purchased by the county.  The man who 
owns this lot can legally gate it or fence it or pile rock rubble 
on each end of it to hinder the flow of traffic. 
 It is my opinion that people who want paved roads and 
MRFs can move to Hilo or subdivisions that have MRFs and 
leave this less-developed subdivision underdeveloped, with 
continued maintenance on a regular basis of grading and grav-
eling 4-5 times per year. Pavement on the hills is a good idea 
as they wash away with every heavy rain.  
 This is the year 2001.  Please help by sending in your vol-
unteer road dues and be part of the solution and not part of the 
problem.  Many of us don’t like to be told what to do and to 
have MRFs brought upon us by a few lot owners will create 
upheaval in our community.  So to counteract this we must all 
chip in and be part of a collective solution and not a collective 
problem.  It’s up to all lot owners to say what they want or 
have a few go to court with our road monies and sue us all to 
see about getting the courts to decide what to do.  
 A reminder to all lot owners outside Hawaii. When you 
pay your land taxes the money goes into the Hawaii County 
general fund and does not help maintain our private subdivi-
sion Rd`s.
