We in Hawaii live in the big-
gest cultural melting pot in all of the U.S.A. Any 
violent act against another person because of their 
ethnic, cultural, religious, or racial background is 
an offense against all of us. It’s our goal here in 
the Acres to create a harmonious community that 
all of us would be proud of. We can only do it 
with everyone's help. Think Globally Act Lo-

cally. 
   Mahalo for the confidence votes.  This 3rd 
presidential term will surely be as smooth as the 
previous two.  Unless Mandatory Road Fees 
(MFR’s) become a hot topic.  I say this because 
the subject will surely come again.  Road 1 is 
starting to degrade at an accelerating rate.  HARC 
doesn’t have the funds to address its obvious 
future.  So it seems logical MFR’s will be 
perceived a viable tool.  Though I’m repulsed by 
anything mandatory, I’m adamantly opposed to 
the concept of someone proposing to give it to the 
County as so happened with road 8. 

The annual meeting resulted in a motion 
passed (very narrowly) that supported sending the 
County a letter requesting their takeover of the 
H.A. portion of the PEAR.  Despite the County’s 
recent statement  they didn’t want it.  The 
mayor’s response was one of a non-committal 
position.  Their concern is that such a proposal 
may be legally  restrictive, per a previous Land 
Court decision, along with the fiscal concerns 
entailed.  This is  great from my perspective.  I’m 
opposed to any further government intrusion into 

our private lives.  The length of time it took them to repair Road 
8 after the Nov. 2000 flood is clearly indicative of their poor re-
sponse.  There are still roads in Hilo that haven’t been repaired 
since the storm.  Why would H.A. get any preferential treatment?  
We wouldn’t.  I think the fantasy of escaping Road 8 mainte-
nance should be substituted for a reality based approach.  Do it 
ourselves and do it right. 

Since the last newsletter H.A. had a fatal dog attack.  A 
tragic waste of a toddler’s life.  I personally made a complaint 
about the same dog 4 days earlier, to no avail.  HACA can now 
offer live traps for large dogs.  Call us if you have a problem the 
Humane Society can’t satisfy. 

Our 40th birthday party was a success.  Potluck, farmer’s 
market, swap and rummage stuff, and 4 great bands along with 
good weather made this a milestone event.  A lot of folks came 
out of the rainforest for the chance to party and dance.  Even 
some of the neighbors I had expected to complain about the noise 
were there having a good time. 

For the first time in a few years we have a full board of offi-
cers and area reps.  Mahalo everyone for your community spirit  
With this new board I believe we have a healthy balance of

I would like first to posthumously thank Mr. Dan 
Woolverton for his many years of service as treasurer for Ha-
waiian Acres Community Association (HACA).

 Since the last newsletter Co. Five Bravo has been ex-
tremely busy. The dry weather in July  brought many brush 
fires, especially to Fern Acres. We’re very fortunate to have 
saved all homes in that area, although much land was burnt. 
We did have several structure fires in the area, and unfortu-
nately most of the homes were a total loss, fortunately none in 
Hawaiian Acres. We did have one call to Hawaiian Acres on 
Road 4 and  were able to save the house completely with the 
use of one dry chemical fire extinguisher. It was a home that 
had no driveway to it, and a long trail going down to the 
house. When we arrived the kitchen was on fire due to a pro-
pane fire. 
 The homeowners had their propane tanks in the house. As 
I have stated before and will again this is a  very bad situation. 
Many homes here in Hawaiian Acres have burnt down be-
cause people leave their tanks inside the house. Propane tanks 
should be outside the home and piped into the proper appli-
ance. Had the homeowners themselves had a fire extinguisher 
in the house, they may have avoided the whole situation. 
 Please purchase fire extinguishers and keep them in your 
home. If you do not know how to use them, contact Co. 5b 
and we would be happy to set up a class to teach anyone that 
wants to learn.  
 Since the unfortunate bombing on September 11th, the 
county has mandated that all of our trucks and volunteer fire 
departments be on full alert. We now call in every morning to 
fire dispatch to let them know that the trucks are still in our 
control and ready to go. We’re here to help and   we do appre-
ciate the support from our community.

MATCHING FUNDS 

 
 

 What are matching funds? This is a question on the 
minds of many Hawaiian Acres residents and property 
owners. Here is your answer!! 
 The HARC Matching Funds Program is a program in 
which one-half of desired road work costs are paid for by 
HARC, and the other half paid for by persons requesting 
the road work. There are certain rules and regulations re-
garding the procedure in which matching funds are ob-
tained and dispensed. The following are general guidelines: 
1. At least one person of the group requesting matching 
funds must be a member of the Road Corporation. 
2. Before work commences, the person or persons request-
ing matching funds must come to a monthly Board meeting 
to pay for half of the project, or be in contact with their 
Area Rep.  
3. The proposed work must be approved by the Board. 
4. There must be matching funds available for the Area in 
which the work is to be done. Currently, there is a $600.00 
total per project, of which HARC will pay half. 
5. This program is generally for the numbered roads, not

 Having said that, I want to tell why I bought in Ha-
waiian Acres and what being an owner in Hawaiian 
Acres means to me. 
 I bought my lot after eight years away from Hawaii, 
working in Japan and camping in Japan during summer 
vacations. As with many things in Japan, camping sud-
denly became very popular and the few places I'd found 
where I could be alone were becoming crowded. The 
last straw was when I drove 900 km. to the hideaway I 
loved best to find a stage, speakers on poles, thousands 
of people, bands playing and all night fireworks. I had 
to wait for a spot in the sand to clear before I could 
pitch my tent. The next morning I was awakened by 
bulldozers pushing the refuse of those thousands to 
smoky, smoldering fires on each end of the beach. I 
packed my stuff, loaded my Road King and headed 
home vowing I would never spend another vacation day 
in Japan.  Back in my hutch, I got on the web and 
looked for what I planned would be a "permanent 
campsite" in Hawaii. A few e-mails and I was looking 
at lists of properties available on the Big Island. A year 
passed and I flew home to Hilo, met with real estate 
people and tried to find some of the places listed. In that 
process I landed on three acres of forest on D and 9 in 
Hawaiian Acres. It was Love at First Sight. 
 There is no place like Hawaii and no place in Ha-
waii like Hawaiian Acres. What you have, what we 
have, is the best of all worlds. Hilo and all the amenities 
are close enough to be convenient and far enough to be 
out of sight and mind. Honolulu is available but not 
pressing. The air is clean. The ocean is near and the 
crowds are not. The ground is rich and fertile. Perhaps 
best of all, it is affordable. Hawaiian Acres is a magical 
package that I could not duplicate elsewhere in Hawaii. 
I wouldn't chose to live anywhere other than Hawaii. 
The magic of Hawaiian Acres has brought me back the 
past three summers to clear, plant, think and plan. 

Watching things grow from lava sparked me to look 
into the UH AG school and think about an alternative 
work future. The absence of water, sewer and electric-
ity into my house site sparked me to look into sustain-
able alternative lifestyles. Meeting my neighbors and 
making friends through the Association reminded me 
that there is "Community" after all. The depth of the 
night sky and the hum of insects on the breeze are 
medicine for my body and soul. Next summer, I'll be 
back and I won't leave. I'll build a home, start a family, 
go back to school, take that magic and make it work! 
 Changes of latitude bring a change of perspective. 
Last Wednesday I left Hawaii and seven  hours later I 
was back in Japan. Now, as I look from my balcony to 
the houses below I must use my imagination to see the 
ohia, citrus trees, orchids and hibiscus instead of rows 
of tiny three generation mortgage prefab homes an 
arm's reach apart. As I walk in the morning I must use 
my imagination to include the friendly greeting of a 
stranger instead of the sullen faces and averted eyes of 
neighbors I've met every day for years. I must remem-
ber that the watermelon in my refrigerator costs as 
much as three tons of cinder soil. I must remember that 
the grapefruit I eat for breakfast costs as much as two 
seedlings. I must remember that sushi for two is as 
much as a year's property taxes. I must remember that 
two six packs of Corona are as much as Association 
"dues". I must remember that the drive to my office is 
one half the distance and the same length of time as the 
drive from my lot to Four Mile Beach. I must remem-
ber that each year the city taxes I pay here would install 
a new catchment system. I must remember that I can 
see the sunrises and the sunsets without a squinting 
through a smoky  haze. I must remember that a drink of 
water doesn't have to taste like chlorine and iodine. I 
must remember that a morning walk won't have me 
choking from diesel exhaust.  

I must remember. 
 Don't lose sight of what you have in Hawaiian 
Acres. Don't take it for granted. Don't give it away. 
Don't let anyone take it from you. Don't do anything 
that can't be undone. Don't make or allow any changes 
that could break the magic. Nothing in life could be 
more dreadful for me than to move back there and find 
myself - here.

We are absentee owners of a lot in Hawaiian Acres, 

having bought when the tract was first developed.  Our inten-
tions were to build and move there upon my retirement and en-
joy the idyllic Hawaiian life style.  Unfortunately health prob-
lems prevented that.  When the Hawaiian Acres Association was 
formed we became members and have paid dues every year 
since.  We subscribed to the voluntary road repair assessment 
when it was started, (you can check the records).  Several years 
ago the Hawaiian Electric Co. solicited subscribers to help fi-
nance the extension of electrical power into more areas of the 
Tract.  Even though we were advised by the Power Co. that a 
favorable response by residents in the Acres was dismally poor 
we agreed to join and pay our pro-rata share.  This was done for 
two basic reasons 1) to enhance the value of our property of 
course and 2) to help improve the living conditions in the devel-
opment. 
 As dues paying members we received every issue of Hawai-
ian Acres News, over the years, whatever the format was at the 
time; mimeographed sheets, tabloid or the current multiple sheet 
pamphlet.  The dominating theme in every issue over the years 
has been the deplorable condition of the roads and the lack of 
funds to; 1) repair washed out culverts; 2) buy and transport 
gravel for the slippery slopes; 3) repair the broken down grading 
tractor; 4) trim brush blocking the view. 
 One time while visiting Hawaii we packed a picnic basket, 
drove out to our lot over the terrible roads and ate lunch.  What a 
thrill.  The view was grand, the Acres looked beautiful and the 
roads had huge potholes.  About six residents lived there at that 
time. 
 Several days ago we received the “Spring 2001 Hawaiian 
Acres News”.  What a downer.  It was really disheartening to 
read so much negativism and disharmony.  Just exactly who do 
the residents feel should do everything for them?  According to 
the articles in that News “The County won’t do this, FEMA 
won’t do that, Public Works doesn’t have the authority; the 
Mayor won’t cooperate, Nature devastates us and someone 
steals the lousy palm trees.”  One reads further that only 10% of 
residents have paid maintenance fees.  Can you imagine that 
only 10% of the people living in the Acres and cursing the bad 
roads have paid their fees?  I paid ours in Jan. 2001 and I don’t 
have to bitch daily about the potholes. 
 We presently live in an Association complex.  Everything is 

the responsibility of the residents through our associa-
tion; all the roads; the infrastructure; exterior building 
maintenance; security; the works; the whole enchilada.  
All of this is our responsibility to maintain.  We get no 
help from FEMA, or the County, or the City or Mr. 
Whine or Mr. Complain or anyone else.     
 From the tone of the Hawaiian Acres New, one 
gathers that the majority of the residents are destitute or 
impoverished.  I can’t believe that is true.  The Associa-
tion President’s report stated, “Very few folks approve 
of any thing mandatory”.  That is an infantile statement.  
Most things in life are mandatory.  To name a few:  we 
drive on the right side of the road; we pay taxes; we 
abide by rules and laws; we work; we go to school; we 
support our family; we usually don’t commit crime.  
Which of those isn’t mandatory? 
 I guess we should thank the Dear Lord that He de-
nied us the pleasure or is it the misfortune of moving to 
the Acres.  There is so much beauty and pleasure to 
enjoy in Hawaii it’s a shame for people to deny them-
selves the joy.  We intend to retain our lot and maybe 
someday attitudes will change and one of our children 
may want to live there.  It was Albert Einstein I believe 
who said, “It has become appallingly clear that our tech-
nology has surpassed our humanity.”  It has been my 
experience in 80 plus years of living that a positive atti-
tude and a joy for life gains one much.  In my early 
youth I discovered that a negative attitude and com-
plaining got me absolutely nothing, for who cares. 
 We will continue to pay dues, voluntary road main-
tenance fees and also the mandatory road fund if insti-
tuted.  We appreciate and enjoy receiving the Hawaiian 
Acres News. Aloha and good luck to all you happy, 
joyful, satisfied residents and have a good cry.  Maybe 
if you ask Good Ole Saint Nick will come to your res-
cue.  He wasn’t listed as one who denied you.
