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PRESIDENT’S REPORT

    In reaction to Sept.11 events, the state has changed 

quorum requirements for our organization. Business may be 
conducted with minimal attendance during emergency situa-
tions. 

    Some members of this community have a poor con-
cept of basic private property rights afforded us under our 
governmental system. Taken for granted are the benefits of 
private roads. In our case the roads are extensions of our 
driveways. Our subdivision entries have been posted for 40 
years stating “Private Roads”, “Do Not Trespass”, “Travel 
At Own Risk”, “Do Not Litter”, and other conditions for 
using our roads. These conditions are no different from what 
one expects from a visitor to their home.  

    The County has reiterated its position on the Puna 
Emergency Access Road [PEAR]. They do not intend to take 
it. Budgetary constraints being the issue. They project $13.1 
mil. to bring it up to standards required to adopt. It’s now 
rumored they own the connector lot [I’m not convinced]. If 
some community members push the County’s hand on this 
issue, it will fracture what community we have left. The 
PEAR has been the driving force for the proven maneuver of 
divide and conquer. Supporting County takeover of PEAR is 
supporting government intrusion. No matter how you paint 
the picture. Because road maintenance has always been the 
motive for PEAR, we need to address how to fund its up-
keep. Our choices? Do nothing, more contributions, or Man-
datory Road Fees. Ideas? I’m listening. 

    The County is expected to pass an ordinance requir-
ing addresses be posted on homes [or street if home is not 
visible]. A fine for each day the infraction continues is ex-
pected.  

    Our streets will have intersection signs. The Hawai-
ian names are approved. Signs will show number or letter 
designation first.  

    The fence is up around the playground. It’s 5 ft. tall 
with gates. They’ve been theft-proofed  

    There’s a great pamphlet out by U of H on guidelines 
for rainwater catchment systems. Everyone should have a 
copy. We have a few at the office for residents. Others can 

be obtained by calling 808-959-9155. 
    The County may crack down on illegal structures. 

The issue received a lot of publicity lately. At least 60% of 
the structures here are non-compliant. The main reason 
our community has so many is an issue of economics. 
There’s been a call for relaxing compliancy requirements, 
which makes the most sense considering lava inundation 
is a certainty. When? Nobody can put a year on it, but 
geologists have stated so. 

    Hawaii has a “Bottle Bill” pending. I was on the 
front lines for Michigan’s Bottle Bill back in the 70’s. 
Pick any road here, walk down it, step into the bush, and 
you’ll see a pile. Its sickening to know people think, “Out 
of sight, Out of mind.” 

    We’re starting a program to notify landowners of 
junk cars, appliances, etc… Towing and hauling is possi-
ble. Methods are still in the works for cost and/or pay-
ment. 

    Finally, we need someone to help set up a Web 
Page. If you can help, call our office. Also we need more 
volunteers for the endless community projects. Remem-
ber, for a better community, be part of the solution, not a 
part of the problem.

Your safety and your neighbors’ safety de-
pends on it.

These areas might be particularly dan-
gerous for our children and pets, since they might be exposed 
to broken glass and toxic materials hidden underneath foliage. 

The County does an acceptable job of removing vehicles 
within the roadway, but there is trash accumulating on vacant 
lots whose owners are not residents and therefore are unaware 
of the condition of their lots. I feel Hawaiian Acres Commu-
nity Association can be of service in this regard.  We would 
like the community’s input on the following suggestions: 

-Posting signs in areas most at risk for dumping. 
-Listing tax map key numbers in the HACA newsletter 

of vacant lots containing excessive trash (for the purpose of 
notifying absentee landowners). 

-Notifying affected absentee landowners and, with their 
permission, participation of HACA as a go-between, for ar-
ranging trash removal at the landowner’s expense. 

-Use of a budgeted amount of HACA funds each year for 
trash removal, with the permission of the affected landowners.  

 
We as a community could act on one or any combination 

of the above suggestions.  Please bring your input, including 
your own suggestions, to the next annual meeting; or send us 
your input by mail.  It is important to note that there may be 
liability issues concerning entering a private lot, particularly if 
an error is made establishing the correct tax map key number 
for the lot.  If you have legal experience and would like to 
volunteer suggestions on waiver forms or related information, 
this would be very much appreciated.

VOLUNTEER FIRE DEPT. REPORT

I am sorry to have to report that the Hawaiian Acres Fire Dept. has been extremely busy since the last newsletter.  We have 
been called to 6 structure fires, 2 in one day, both houses were unfortunately completely lost.  The fire investigator concluded 
that the cause was probably arson in at least one of the fires.  We have had several arson-related fires in vehicles and trash 
abandoned along roadsides in Hawaiian Acres.  People, please watch your neighborhoods and call 911 if you see any suspicious 
vehicles or people that don’t seem to belong. 

We lost a house on Rd. 1, Pole 22, on February 12th.  The fire apparently started behind a gas dryer in a lower room in the 
house.  The homeowner attempted to extinguish the fire himself with a garden hose. The fire grew to a point that it burnt through 
both the power line and phone line before he realized how bad it was.  Please call 911 immediately, then try to contain the 
problem.  As always, once again I am going to say, get fire extinguishers, keep them in your home, and know how to use them.     

The day after the Rd. 1 fire, four people left messages on my answering machine telling me that the house was smoking 
again.  When I drove by hours later, the house was on fire again.  Don’t call me, call 911! I was out of the area and didn’t get 
any of my personal pages.  Had these people called 911 to report smoke, the fire would have never rekindled.  Don’t get me 
wrong, call me any time, but also call 911.  After speaking with regular fire personnel, they tell me that their biggest problem is 
finding locations at night and even during the day.  The roads are not marked at intersections and pole numbers can’t be seen at 
night.  We need to mark our intersections with reflective signs that can be read both day and night.  It would be nice to also put 
reflective numbers on telephone poles so they can be seen with lights by emergency personnel.   Keep Safe!

By the time you receive this report, every section of Area 1 should have been worked on. I say “should” because 
weather as well as contractors’ equipment breakdowns are constant interruptions here.

This is my first term as your Treasurer and Area 1 chairperson. I am very proud of the road work which has been 
done so far, however without the help of many volunteers, little would be done. The volunteers’ advice and labor proba-
bly accounted for half the budget if we would have had to pay for the help. I would like to thank: Herman Hopper, *Bill 
McClellan, *Bill Kelly, *Paul Shrift, Sue Ellen & *Jim Rhodes, Bill Twidale, Laureano Supnet, *Bruce Anderson, Ken 
Cutting, Judy Cassetti, Sheldon Lehman, Warren Gilbert, Bob Raley, Jim Rietveld, Plymouth Kekipi, Steven Coloma, 
Police Officer Cameros, and the person who continually patches C Rd and the various number roads.

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MATCHING FUNDS 
 
 

 What are matching funds? This is a question on the 
minds of many Hawaiian Acres residents and property 
owners. Here is your answer!! 
 The HARC Matching Funds Program is a program in 
which one-half of desired road work costs are paid for by 
HARC, and the other half paid for by persons requesting 
the road work. There are certain rules and regulations 
regarding the procedure in which matching funds are 
obtained and dispensed. The following are general guide-
lines: 
 

� 1. At least one person of the group requesting 
matching funds must be a member of the Road 
Corporation. 

� 2. Before work commences, the person or per-
sons requesting matching funds must come to a 
monthly Board meeting to pay for half of the 
project, or be in contact with their Area Chair.  

� 3. The proposed work must be approved by the 
Board. 

� 4. There must be matching funds available for 
the Area in which the work is to be done. Cur-
rently, there is a $600.00 total per project, of 
which HARC will pay half. 

� 5. This program is generally for the numbered 
roads, not the main ingress & egress roads.

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COMMON SENSE RULES OF THE ROADS IN 

HAWAIIAN ACRES 
 

All tracked equipment must be trailered in. 

Rd 1: Speed limit 25 MPH 
All vehicles inbound pull off completely and slow 

down on the upper shoulder. At night dim the head-
lights so as not to blind outbound traffic. 

No passing on the shoulders. 
No spinning tires in the gravel shoulder. 
Avoid splashing through puddles. 
Don’t pass school buses with lights flashing. 
Slow way down for people on horses,  pedestrians 

or road workers - 5 MPH is acceptable.    
Wave more and smile. 
 

Rd 8: Speed limit 35MPH (25 MPH is preferred) 
No passing anywhere on Rd 8, especially in inter-

sections, plus no passing school buses when lights are 
flashing. 

No racing. 
Lettered Roads: 
The speed limit on lettered roads has always been 

15 MPH, 20 MPH if a person is in a hurry. If it’s dry & 
you see dust behind you then you are going too fast.  

10-15MPH thru intersections on the lettered roads 
as many intersections are blind & many children ride 
bikes. 

NO spinning tires or fishtailing on recent road 
repair. When an individual spins tires, it leaves a de-
pression, fills with water and becomes a bad hole 
quickly. 

No littering. 
Drive safe, slowly, and Smart. 

Smile and wave.

AREA 4 REPORT

As Area 4 Chairperson I ran on a platform of regular 
maintenance and have been trying on Rds D & C to make the 
Rds passable on a small budget. I first started on Rd C from 
1-6, as it had not been graded for over a year .I spent several 
thousand dollars to get it into passable condition. Wanting to 
do regular maintenance is a challenge with a limited budget 
but I am doing the best I can. On Rd D from 1-6 is much the 
same except from 4-5 was catch up from the Nov. 2000 
flood. I spent again several thousand dollars on this section 
of Rd from 1-6. My main thrust now is the shoulder of Rd 1 
and I am currently concentrating on Rd 1 shoulders from Rd 
D to past Bad Ass hill. In the next several months, weather 
permitting, I hope to use some recycled asphalt material to 
pave the shoulders at the blind hill of the above-mentioned 
spot.  

I need to ask residents to slow down as when a few in-
considerate residents drive 50+ MPH on the lettered Rds af-
ter it’s been improved it really tears the Rds up. A suggestion 
is to drive 15-20 MPH to save the roads and for safety rea-
sons. I welcome lot owners input on this matter. 

Many who drive the Rd`s have seen me volunteering my 
energies on the Rds. I estimate I put in approx 50 hours a 
month volunteering to maintain the rds in Area 4. Many peo-
ple say they cannot afford to pay the $45.00, as they are 
poor. My suggestion is pay what you can. If the $45 is too 
much then pay $9 or $20 or $11.89. Something is better than 
nothing and goes to maintaining the rds on a regular basis. 
Some residents pay $200.00 every year because they not only 
can afford the little extra but know how difficult it is with 
escalating costs. If a person sees improvements and is happy 
about those improvements then by all means I will gladly 
accept any more donations. Letters written to HARC on work 
done that is acceptable or any suggestions to improve safety 
on our Rds are always welcome. 

Special thanks go out to Bob Raley, Sheldon Lehman, 
The Meier Family on Rd 2, Mike Barnes, Phil Bath, Teresa 
Metcalf , Jim Rietveld, and the many others who are too 
many to list who unconditionally volunteer their time and 
elbow grease to maintain our Rds as best we can. Matching 
funds has been a great success and residents can choose the 
type of material they wish to put down on their particular Rd. 

One word of caution, because people are driving faster 
than 25MPH on RD 1 and faster than 35MPH on RD 8 the 
police may have to be called in to do more patrols and give 
speeding tickets so every one must drive safer and slower.

Please be neighborly and do not use the road ease-
ment for parking vehicles, building fences and gates, 
or for any plantings. The road easement is 40 ft. all 
through the Acres. It can be measured by starting at a 
utility pole, going 5 ft. behind and then forty feet 
across (or just going 35 ft. from the pole). If you want 
to do work on the roads or do brush cutting, be sure 
that you do not widen to more than the 40 ft. across 
and if any property pins are moved, you replace them.
