ryone so far.  I have a few topics that I would like to 
discuss, and I'll see if I can squeeze them all in. 

 First, I want to thank all of our HACA mem-
bers for being HACA members.  Your dues provide 
the money that allows us to continue our services 
and support to the membership and community.  If 
you live in the area of Hawaiian Acres and would 
like to get more involved with the HACA organiza-
tion, please come to our meetings.  We meet once a 
month for about 2 hours or so.  No experience is re-
quired.  We all have a common goal in doing what is 
best for the resident and non-resident property own-
ers. 

 Next, I would like to thank all of the board 
members and committee chairs for all of their sup-
port during this past year plus.  We are all volunteers 
who have busy lives and other commitments and you 
all still manage to find time to participate in the 
HACA meetings and support our organization. 

 Now, I want to point out what you have hope-
fully already noticed.  This newsletter contains the 
ballot for our HACA elections, a proxy for votes on 
HACA issues and a proxy for votes on some pro-
posed HACA Bylaw amendments.  The candidate 
list for the ballot is still being compiled, so I am not 
sure who will be on it, or if we will even have 
enough candidates to fill the positions.  I encourage 
everyone to vote.  If you do not see the name of the 
person who you would like to see on the ballot, 
please write in the person's name.  If you have de-
cided that you would like to be on the board and 
were not placed on the ballot, write your own name 
in.  The terms for the people elected during this elec-
tion will be for two years.  Last year we passed an 
amendment to our Charter to allow for elections 
every two years.  We are also shifting the HACA 
election time to January so that both HARC and 
HACA can include ballots in the Fall newsletter. 

 We are voting on some proposed Bylaw 
amendments during our January meeting.  Our By-
laws currently state in Article XVII, Amendments to 
Bylaws, that "Bylaws may be amended, added or 
repealed by an affirmative vote of not less than two-
thirds of all the Members present or by proxy at any 
Meeting of the Members of the Corporation if notice 
of the proposed amendments shall have been given 
in the call for such meeting."  We have included a 
proxy with the proposed amendments to allow mem-
bers to vote even when they are not able to attend the 
meeting themselves.  Do not confuse this Bylaws

An implementation team will be ap-
pointed to make the plan a reality.  The PCDP 
involved the work of a talented community-
spirited steering committee and hundreds of 
other volunteers, over two years and culminated 
in a thoughtful, progressive plan as evidenced by 
the overwhelming positive testimony by many 
residents of Puna.  Mahalo to all who partici-
pated in this tremendous effort!

proxy form with a ballot.  You must com-
pletely fill out a proxy designation form or it 
will be invalid.  You must include your printed 
name, signature, date, and you must also in-
clude the name of the HACA member who 
will be attending the meeting.  The person will 
be voting in your place based on your prefer-
ences marked on the form.  We had some in-
complete forms submitted last year and I want 
to make sure everyone understands how to fill 
them out this year.  If you are a HACA mem-
ber and will be attending the meeting, please 
review the proposed Bylaw amendments on 
the Bylaw Amendment Proxy, but do not sub-
mit the form. You will be voting in person and 
will not need to use the form.  

 Almost everyone has been affected by 
the rising costs of energy.  One of the proposed 
Bylaw amendments that we will be voting on 
is to remove the specific dollar amount for 
rental of the HACA building.  As the costs of 
maintaining our building go up, we may need 
to periodically increase our rental rates and 
currently we cannot make any changes without 
a Bylaw change.   

 And finally, this year I finally made the 
big break from HELCO's power grid by in-
stalling a photo-voltaic (PV) system on my 
house.  PV systems do work and if you have 
the financial resources to do so, I think solar 
power is a good alternative.  The price of gaso-
line has also caused many of us to look for al-

ternatives to driving.  (I go into shock every time 
I fill up my truck.) The County is trying to boost 
our island's Mass Transit (Hele On) bus system.  
(Thank you Bob Jacobson for your efforts in 
working this issue.)  Also, bicycles are becom-
ing more popular as an alternative to driving.  
Bicycles are on the roads in Hawaiian Acres, so 
please use caution when driving on our roads.

President’s Report 
Aloha everyone. I would like to thank the Hawaii 

County Prosecutor Mitch Roth and Police Officer Scott 
Amaral for using their personal time to attend our August 
HARC meeting. Also, Officer Amaral was instrumental 
in providing information regarding Hawaii County traffic 
laws and guidelines for speed limit signage for 1 Rd.  

 Moho Road (8 Road) will be receiving some ma-
jor renovations in four trouble areas. All funding for this 
project is being provided by Hawaii County. Residents 
may experience some minor delays. Construction will 
begin in September 2008 and will be scheduled for com-
pletion in roughly 6 months. The areas of construction 
include the C and 8 intersections where newer and larger 
culverts and drainage ditches will be installed to handle 
the flow of water under the roadway rather than over it. 
Another section of current flooding on 8 Rd will have 
larger culverts put in place. Another area between D and 
E Roads will have a larger culvert installed and closer to 
E the road will be elevated and filled to eliminate some of 
the very dangerous “blind hill” limited site distance areas. 
This will make entering and exiting Moho Rd (8 Road) 
much safer. HARC appreciates your patience during this 
time. 

All current dues paying members of the Road Cor-
poration will receive in this newsletter a ballot with a 
proxy to vote on Bylaws changes and to ratify the HARC 
Bylaws. Please vote accordingly. 

 
 

E Road Report 
 To date, several loads of fill have been added to the 
wash out areas of E Road. A contractor has been hired to 
grade the road from 1 to 9 on E. In addition, material will 
be recovered from shoulder areas where gravel has been 
building up. This will be used for leveling and filling 
potholes. After grading, additional material will be 
brought in and other repairs will be made to the washed 
out areas. These improvements should be underway start-
ing at the end of September and completed by mid Octo-
ber 2008.

BYLAWS AMENDMENTS INFO 
 
The HARC Board has proposed amendments to the 
Bylaws. Also needing membership approval is the By-
laws in total (Ratification). These will be voted on at 
the December 14 meeting. The following is the proce-
dure, which is being done at the same meeting of the 
members, with the proper notice given in this newslet-
ter. 
 
ARTICLE XI 
 

AMENDMENTS TO BY-LAWS 
 
     SECTION 1.  Procedure.  These By-Laws may be altered, 
amended, added to or repealed by an affirmative vote of not less 
than two-thirds (2/3) of the members in good standing present at 
any general membership meeting at which there is a quorum, 
then ratified by sending the changes out to the membership in 
good standing within sixty (60) days.  A yes vote of 50% plus 1 
of the members in good standing who return ballots will com-
plete the change.  
         

 

 

 

HARC MATCHING FUNDS 
 
 

 What are matching funds? This is a ques-
tion on the minds of many Hawaiian Acres 
residents and property owners. Here is your 
answer!! 
 The HARC Matching Funds Program is a 
program in which one-half of desired road 
work costs are paid for by HARC, and the 
other half paid for by persons requesting the 
road work. There are certain rules and regula-
tions regarding the procedure in which match-
ing funds are obtained and dispensed. The 
following are general guidelines: 
1. At least one person of the group requesting 
matching funds must be a paid member of the 
Road Corporation. 
2. Before work commences, the person or 
persons requesting matching funds must come 
to a monthly Board meeting to pay for half of 
the project, or have contacted their Road Rep. 
and delivered their $$ to the office. 
3. The proposed work must be approved by 
the HARC Board. 
4. There must be matching funds available for 
the area in which the work is to be done. The 
amount available to members is now $340.00. 
So the total project can be up to $680.00. 
5. This program is generally for the numbered 
roads, not the main ingress & egress roads. 

 

Given the tough economic times, we 

as a Board are seriously looking at ways 

to cut our administrative costs and 

stretch money in any and all ways possi-

ble. We ask that you continue to pay 

road dues, as it makes sense to maintain 

the roads as best as possible. This will 

reduce your gas costs, and costs of tires, 

suspensions, and other repairs.

  F ROAD CHAIRPERSON REPORT

 I would like to address concerns I’ve been hearing 

regarding the paving of F Road.  This is only a rumor – 
there is no plan to pave any portions of F Road at any 
time in the foreseeable future.   

 Last year, there were HARC-sponsored commu-
nity meetings held to solicit input to address road issues 
in Hawaiian Acres as part of the County’s 20-year 
plan.  As the result of the outcome of those meetings, it 
was suggested that F Road would be the most likely can-
didate for a connector road as it is already utilized as an 
extension of the PEAR; it is used as the “back way” into 
Fern Acres; and many residents of G Rd. come down the 
nearest number road to F and access either 8 or 1 for in-
gress & egress.  There were so many changes made 
within County planning meetings, that I no longer know 
whether the connector roads concept was adopted into the 
plan or not.    

 The dozing work that was completed last year 
between 8-7 resulted in the road being widened but the 
purpose was for water drainage.  The concept was to 
build the crown in the middle and allow the water to run 
down the sides.  All the gravel has been put directly down 

the middle to help crown the road.  
 I earlier reported that there was a PO for ripping 

the top of 7 but the operator removed the dozer from the 
Acres before doing the job.   After waiting 3 months, the 
PO was cancelled and the gully was filled with gravel. 
Unfortunately, the hump still exists but ripping or pav-
ing that section is the only way for a permanent fix and 
there is no money to do either.  

 As the F Road Chair, I had hoped that there 
would eventually be funds to pave the 2 sections that 
completely wash out with every hard rainfall (the top of 
7 and between 2 & 3) but the fund monies that enabled 
the end of the year projects is no longer in existence so I 
think it is fairly safe to say there will be no paving on F 
Road. 

 There is currently enough money left for 5 more 
loads of gravel to be spread from 8 - 1.  The PO has 
been issued and gravel will be spread in the worst places 
until it’s done.    

My term on the HARC board is expired.  If anyone

These bins are later sorted and transferred to locations to fully recycle 
each item. The cost of having one bin trucked to the sorting location is more 
economical than having many different sorting bins at each local site.

NACO CARD PROGRAM 
 
 

 On September 1st, 2008 the Hawai`i County Council introduced a free discount card program to help Hawai`i County residents cope with the high cost of pre-
scription drugs. The program, sponsored by the National Association of Counties (NACo), offers average savings of 20 percent off the retail price of commonly 
prescribed drugs.  

 One card per person may be used by all Hawai`i County residents, regardless of age, income, or existing health coverage, and are accepted by nearly all the 
island’s pharmacies. 

  More than 59,000 pharmacies, including many Neighbor Island pharmacies participate. 
  There is no cost to our taxpayers for NACo or the County for these cards.  
 Those who may benefit include the uninsured, underinsured, and Medicare Plan D participants for non-covered drugs.  
 The discount card can be used to pay for meds not covered by your insurance plan (i.e. prescription meds you would have to pay out of pocket.) 
 You cannot use your insurance and the discount card on the same purchase.  However, you can choose whichever gives you the better price.  
 Call CVS-Caremark at 1-877-321-2652 to get an estimated price using the discount card on a particular prescription.  Then you can compare prices before go-

ing to the pharmacy. 
 The prescription card is activated at the pharmacy.  Your name and ID number are joined for ease in processing thereafter. 
 Pet prescriptions may also be covered for medicines that are also used for humans (such as antibiotics). Simply ask the veterinarian to write a prescription and 

present it at a participating pharmacy, along with the prescription discount card. The pet owner will pay either a discount price or the retail pharmacy’s regular retail 
price, whichever is lower.  

 Cards will be available at the County Clerk’s Office, the Mayor’s Office in Hilo and Kona and at all County Council Offices.  
  Cards are also available at the RSVP desk in the lobby of the County building at 101 Pauahi Street, in Hilo, the Office of Aging at Hilo Lagoon building and 

Coordinated Services for the Elderly in Hilo and Kona.  
 The discount card program is administered by Caremark Rx, Inc.  Big Island residents can get more information about the program by:
